· Have contributed to at least 50% of the research presented.
· Must not have won a prize in this competition in the previous 12 months
Extra information
· The last day to submit entries is 19 October 2022.
· The applicant must complete all of the details in the application below.
· There are two categories: “Best Overall Paper” and the “Best First Publication”.
· Prizes will be awarded to three papers in each category ($300 first prize, and $200 and $100 for the runner-ups).
· One paper per entrant will be accepted.
· Only one author per paper will be awarded.
· Entries must be accompanied by a video presentation by the entrant, of the paper, of up to 5 minutes in length.
· These prizes are awarded at the sole discretion of the IEEE Victorian Section Executive Committee
· The IEEE Victorian Section Committee is under no obligation to make awards and may withhold awards completely, or make any other changes it sees fit, at its sole discretion.
· The awards will be announced at the November meeting of the IEEE Victorian Section Committee.
